73 Dunstable Road, Caddington, Luton, LU1 4AL
Conversion of the existing detached house into self contained residential units
Objection – overcrowding and overdevelopment of site.

The plans themselves and the description above of the works we have issues with;

The description above does not include the extension that is proposed on the plans and is therefore misleading. The plans themselves do not show all the doors to the new split properties, and confusingly the plans show 2 pathways to one house.

We can understand the applicant’s proposal because it was discussed with the Chairman of the Planning Committee for the PC when the applicant first obtained the site. This was before 2 dwellings were built to the rear of the property. We do not think it quite works, splitting up a large property to give them 2 seems to be practical but it’s all the ramifications this throws up, such as is there enough outdoor living space. If this proposal is accepted there will be 4 dwellings at this site with a total of 9 parking spaces. We do not feel this is adequate, with not enough visitor parking. Also, we question is the driveway wide enough for two vehicles to pass. We have a concern that with expanding families, supplying adequate off road parking.

Brickhill Farm, Chaul End Road, Caddington, LU1 4AT
Construction of one new two storey dwelling and one new single storey dwelling.
Objection – overdevelopment of the site, parking spaces are proposed on Greenbelt land
The site plan gives the impression there is more room than is really there on site. The proposal is for 2 dwellings in the garden of Brickkiln Farmhouse. This is an overdevelopment of the gadrden footprint of this building. The proposed area given to each buiulding is so cramped that parking facilities cannot be included because if they were outdoor living space would not meet with requiremnets so parking psaces have been proposed to be placed in the paddock across the drive. This is greenbelt farm land which has already been hard surfaced and needs to be examined by CBC why? The proposed parking alone is contrary to Greenbelt policy as laid down in the National Planning Framwork.
Caddington Parish Council’s Planning committee policy is to object to back garden developmnets, and this application is contrary to our policy on more than one factor. It is cramped, overdeveloped site, and is urbanising a rural area by cramming too many houses into a small space. It is also contrary to existing Greenbelt legislation. The proposal of two dwellings will also alter the character of the area in a way of the sighting of dwellings which unbalnces the building line.

First floor side extension, garage conversion and internal alterations

The committee have reservations regarding the trend to convert existing internal garages into domestic living space. They were designed for car parking and storage. By allowing the removal of a double car garage parking space means that space has to be found elsewhere, as does additional car parking space for the larger property with an extra bedroom feasibly requiring additional vehicle(s). This could result in on road car parking.

It is difficult to see from the small scale of the overall plan of the finished work what amount of space is dedicated car parking area.
The proposed new first floor extension squares the building up and we have no comments on that.
