Chairman closed the meeting to hear comments from residents present;
Concerns that CB/18/0312)/OUT is in Greenbelt and that development there may lead to ribbon development/urban sprawl. Footpath would not connect with any other footpath and would not be safe. Concern that social and affordable housing be closer to village centre. Public commented that the main concern regarding Chaul End Rd was how busy it is both with cars and trucks, and in speeding in the road which the Highways traffic calming has not made better.
Another member of public commented that affordable and social housing were seriously needed in the village.

Comments were noted.

Land adjoining Brick Kiln Farm, Chaul End Road, Caddington

Outline: Erection of 13 New 2 bedroom dwellings and associated access.
In principal the affordable housing and social housing would benefit the village.
Committee have concerns that the development would go into other land (of unspecified area) creating loss of greenbelt, urban sprawl, possible ribbon development connecting to edge of village.

If the developer changes his pan to include what he intends to build in the ‘future links’ areas and closes the site, the committee’s concerns regarding ribbon development would be alleviated.

The footpath to the front of the development comes to a halt and therefore does not provide safe route to the village or transport link (bus stop). If development goes ahead a new bus stop could be considered at the site.

The site sits adjacent to a blind bend outside the 30mph zone of the village. Therefore speeding traffic could be a serious problem. If development goes ahead committee would wish to see speed tables to slow traffic. Committee would also like to see connection or access to new Greenway footway and cycle path (which will run from Caddington Woods to the village)
Concerns regarding sewage system being at or near capacity at present. What would be the sewer infrastructure for the site?
