4. PLANNING APPLICATIONS
CB/19/01398/FULL Eden Brae Business Park, Dunstable Road, Caddington, LU1 4FF
Extension of existing area to be used as airport parking
Due to current airport expansion and shortage of onsite parking there, this could be agreed on temporary basis but restricted to a maximum of 80 private light vehicles and linked to current conditions on existing permission. Once airport expansion complete and more car parking available there, the site must be returned to Green Belt at end of use.

CB/19/01385/FULL Land Opposite 1 Winchfield Caddington Luton LU1 4NE
Two new detached dwellings with attached garages
Strongly OBJECT to this application on the grounds laid out below:
When the cul-du-sac of Winchfield was granted permission by South Beds. District council Caddington parish council was informed by them that the entrance road and the strip of land proposed for the new dwellings would now and in the future would not be considered for development because of it’s green belt status and that it could cause a harmful effect by bringing forward further development and could mean loss of the woodland.
We understand that they do not own all the proposed land.
Green belt: The proposed area for development is in the green belt and green belt policy has strict guidance for new developments and this does not meet the criteria.
Neighbourhood plan: This is contrary to Caddington’s neighbourhood plan on green belt and the land was excluded from the plan as unsuitable for development.
